This 
includes helping people we support board and disembark from the minibus with the 
aid of a tail-lift, adding and removing seats to accommodate wheelchair users, 
ensuring the minibus is kept clean and fuelled, staying conscious of the needs and 
behaviours of the people we support, and making sure they are escorted safely and 
promptly to the venue of the day, sometimes needing to return people to the centre 
quickly. 
 
If you can spare a day or two a week and would like to be part of a friendly team 
helping the people we support to access opportunities for leisure and education in 
Wirral, then we would love to hear from you.
